As many of you know, we are doing an annual community project for 2011/2012, raising money
&/or musical Instruments for Universal Academy Charter School in Irving, Texas. The band
director is David Johnson. This is a Charter School, so they do not receive the tax dollars or
funding that most of our city schools get. As well some of the students can’t afford to buy or rent
equipment.

With the donated instruments and money the school will be able to build their band program with
new/lightly used equipment and needed repair of existing equipment. I would like to ask each
DAIP member, DAIP Sponsor, Employers of DAIP Members and friends to help make this
project a success. Please take the time to check in your attics for equipment that your kids might
have used when they were in school, but may be just gathering dust now, check local pawnshops,
music stores (sometimes they have instruments that were never picked up after repairs were done
and sometime they have equipment that just wouldn’t sell) as well as visiting your area schools to
see if they have equipment that is no longer used. When you go to these places, ask if they will
donate the item(s). which would be tax deductible for the merchant. The instruments will belong
to the school and available to students to use during each calendar year. Of course monetary
donations would be appreciated for use in repairs and purchasing new equipment. We realize that
we may not obtain all of the schools needed and wanted equipment, but let’s do our best to help
them out!
